After having suffersd the defeat of the ARGENTAN-FALAISE trap, where
his losses im both men and egipment were tremexdsus, the enemy withdrew rather
hastily te the Esst without beimg able to orgenize other thes perfumctory rear-
guard resistance.

The Regimewt moved to ARGENTAK 20 august smc om the following day
from there to MEDAVY where it resaimed im a rest period until 25 August.

At 0500, 25 August 318th tegan its move to the tastern part of
FRANCE with & trip of 280 miles the first day, smc wemti iato & comcemtratioa
ares at COLLEMIFRES, S miles Southwest of SENS at 013C, 26iugust. Except for
one mishap, which turmed out mot to be fatal, the first day's wmotor march
through FRANCE was umevestful. Civiliua populstions of the many towas through
which we passed turmed out almost exm masse to cheer us on our way asd, ia
sddition to their cheere awd smiles of welcoms, gifte of frult, egrs, wine sad
cogasc were heaped ow everyome at #11 points. (Simce the drinkiag of imtoxicamts
while om the march was forbiddem, these latter two items, im order mot %o of fend
the friemdly Fremoh psople, were slways sccepted and appropriately disposed of
between towns.)

The ome mishap emcoumbered, smd without wention of which a recordiag
of this particular move Would be imcomplete, concermed & German half-track that
hed been sataged from the ruims of ARGENTAX by the hegimentel 5-2. This vehlcle
had been takes from ARCENTAN to the rest area mear KEDAVY where it had umdergoame
s thorough groomimg with the idea of relieving the 5-2 sectiom's tramsportation
problems. ¥hether the groominmg had been imsufficiert or the half-track belatedly
envisioncd 'de-Fushrer's wrath if caught workimg for the Americsms is mot kmowm;
at say rate, after sailimg alomg smoothly for a matter of {ifty or sixty miles,
it suddealy belked, refusimg to budge further except for & few yarcs at a time,
The half-track hsad fsiled to teke imto comsideratiom, Lowever, the perseversace
of ome Lt Hemry Mimier, Assistamt S-2 who, st this jumcture, took over the hself-
track with the avowed purpose cf mekiag it trsmsport its burden the rezsimder
of the trip. The vehicle amd crew were, of course, left far, far behind.

After sz sbsemce of two deys, durimg which the kegimemt comtimued its Eagstward
march, serious doubt begam to creep imto the mimds of those comceraed as to
ths probatility of ever seeimg sgaim either the half-track or its crew; but,
lete that ssme €ay, they hove imto sight - without havisg suffered & single
ossualty. How they msmaged it remains a mystery which only It ¥imier cam, amé
wor't explaia, Durimg &« wove om the very mext wight however, the poor half-
track balked sgaim anc this time, had to be abardomed.

On the 27th awé 28th of August 1944, the 318th orcssed the SEIKE,
AUBE sand MARNE RIVERS. The esemy had blowm the bridges scross all these Rivers
shesd of the Regiment and elected to resist our crossimg of the AUBL and MARNE
RIVERS. 8imce me resistamoe was offered at the SAINE, arossiag it preseated no.
difficulties, as it proved to be fordable

Omly at the crossimg of the AUEL amd MAWNE KI1VERS c¢ia the ememy try

Regt. This reargumred sctiom was the more estermined of the two, but was com-
paratively weak aad without sdequate swport of srtillery or other heavy weapoms.

#hile in this locaticm recoamsisssmoe parties of the Regiment dis-
covered, smd captured without resistamce, huge quantities ¢f exemy weteriel &ax
equirment, imcluding gasolime, large muambers of Germam gums, food traim, eta,

From L3 GRAY.E TOCES the 318th moved Southeast 42 miles to HEVIGEY
smd from there to BAR LE DUC, where it arrivea before midaight 51 August. Detween
REVIGNY amé BaK li DUC rosds were mimed amé Lridges blowa - sure sigms of s re-
treat wise ssé buttls wesry outfit. There was, however, little or mc cpen re-
sis taxce, due largely to the FFI haviag in memy towns ¢leared our path of stragg-
lers ssd snipers.

#nile makimg this trip scross FianCh the fegimeat took m total of
66 FWs; in oms imstamce, at REVIGNY, s growp of 27 ememy soldiers gove up with-
out resistamce. Vor the amtire pericd 5-31 August 1644 the Regimemt took 363
F¥s, § of winich were officers. 52 ememy deac were burled.

Curizg this pericé 5-31 August 1544 the Regimemt suffered a total
of 423 casuclties, of which 280 were woumees, 100 xilled smé 3% missimg im actionm.
